Treasurer Kae Campbell presented the financial review engagement report for 2009 
and budget for 2010.  In 2009, expenses exceeded income by $3361.  The budget 
for 2010 totals $33,595.  Cash on hand at December 31 was $9291 in addition to 
two GICs totalling $20,000. 
 
Current executive members all let their names stand for re-election to their 
positions.  No other nominations were received.  Your 2010/2011 Executive includes 
President, Councillor Bev Dubois, Vice President Dennis Taylor and Treasurer Kae 
Campbell.  Executive Director Wendy Thienes has been appointed as Secretary and 
has been contracted to serve as the Executive Director again in 2010/2011.

Spotlight on  
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SLTA Honorary Life Member Award presented to Mark Williment of PNLS 

Mark Williment appeared on the library scene in 1999 as 
the Chairperson of the Dave O’Hara Community Library.  
The Dave O’Hara Community Library is a school-housed 
public library sharing the Ducharme building of the La 
Loche Community School. 
 
When Mark arrived in La Loche, a small Dene community, 
he had a rude awakening — not one of his grade-four 
students had any books at home. Clearly, La Loche’s 
challenge was to improve literacy in a town where many of 
the students enter school speaking little English. As former 
assistant principal and public library chairperson, Mark 
made literacy his priority. 
 
Mark organized a Story Sack Workshop, and got Family 
Literacy Nights started. Come Read With Me programs 
were held once a week.  Every family that attended 
received a copy of the book that was read.  There was a 
follow-up activity that the parent and child did together.  

Library Craft Night was also started, where participants read a story and did a related craft.  Mark also 
arranged to send community members to Family Literacy Training. 
 
Other programs included “Cooking With Your Parent” nights, when parents and children make cookies 
related to a book that was read together, such as Robert Munsch’s Cookies.  One of the more innovative 
programs he introduced was a literacy carnival held each spring and fall in the school.  Classes are cancelled 
for the afternoon and kids play games (for 25 cents a time) to win coupons to “buy” new books purchased for 
the event. 
 
Mark started a guided reading program in La Loche, which has been expanded to all Northern Lights School 
Division schools.  In acknowledgement of his hard work to improve literacy in his community, he received 
several awards:  Great Schools 2005: Passionate Principals (Today’s Parent Magazine); First school 
administrator to receive the Saskatchewan Reading Council “Administrator’s Award” in 2003; and the 
International Reading Association Exemplary Reading Program Award in 2004. 
 
Mark has served on the SLN board for two terms including serving as 
president.  As Chairperson of the Public Library Board, Mark encouraged 
the public library to be more active in the community.  In 1999, he 
represented Dave O’Hara on the Pahkisimon Nuye?áh Library System 
Board, sitting as an Executive Committee member, Human Resources 
Development Committee member, International Indigenous Knowledge 
Centre Subcommittee member, and Standards Subcommittee member.  
This contribution led to him being elected as Vice Chairperson from 2003-
2005 and Chairperson in 2005, which he unfortunately had to resign when 
he changed jobs.  Mark was also an active member of the Saskatchewan 
Library Trustees Association during this time. 
 
Mark Williment continued as Chairperson of the Dave O’Hara Community 
Library until he took his new position as superintendant of Northern Lights 
School Division in 2005 and moved to La Ronge.  In this new position he 
continues to contribute to literacy focused efforts in strategic planning, 
instructional improvement and community development and maintains 
the public library focus that he gained in his experiences with Dave O’Hara 
and PNLS.  Mark still contributes his expertise to the overall goals of the 
Library System as a member of the PNLS Standards Subcommittee and 
International Indigenous Knowledge Centre Subcommittee. Mark is pictured here with his son, Kolbie,

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Wapiti Regional Library is bracing for a major transition in 
libraries services in 2010 while simultaneously celebrating its 
60th Anniversary this year. 
 
At a recent official launch of SILS --- Saskatchewan’s Integrated 
Library System --- Jan Smith, Director of Palliser Regional 
Library, said “Saskatchewan public libraries are moving 
towards a New Age in Library Service with a whole new level 
of cooperation, accessibility, equity and the provision of a 
common user experience to the citizens of Saskatchewan.” 
 
In October 2008 the Provincial Government committed $5.2 
million over four years to SILS, including $1.3 million to assist 
library boards with purchasing local computers. With SILS, 
library users will have a “One Province, One Library Card” 
experiences with faster and more equitable access to public 
library services and materials, as a single library card from the 
user’s home library can be used at any public library branch in 
the province. Patron’s accounts will inform them of what 
books they have out, when they are due, fines owing, the 
status of holds and even a list of all the books they have 
borrowed. Books will also be able to be renewed from home – 
a definite asset for rural communities dealing with blizzards or 
harvesting. 
 
As well as this latest renewal of the fundamentals of library co-
operation that have been the cornerstone of Saskatchewan’s 
library system since the 1950’s, Wapiti is revisiting its past. 
 

As the founding member of Saskatchewan’s regional library system, Wapiti Regional Library was the 
brainchild of Marion Gilroy, a gifted professional librarian who came to Saskatchewan in 1946 as the 
first Supervisor of Regional Libraries. Her task was to survey the province and recommend the area 
where the first regional Library should be formed. This was the north central part of the province with 
headquarters in Prince Albert --- the present Wapiti Regional Library. 
 
Wapiti Regional Library was part of very modest early beginnings. Gilroy’s position was a difficult and 
sometimes dangerous task, as few libraries existed in Saskatchewan at that time. She had to cope with 
bitter Saskatchewan winters and gravel roads as she traveled around the province to persuade 
municipal councilors with vivid memories of the Depression that libraries were not a frivolity. 
 
In February 1947 the first large public meeting devoted to regional libraries was held in the Prince 
Albert Council Chamber. Gilroy screened two films: the National Film Board’s Library on Wheels and a 
film on the Rochester, N.Y. public library. After explaining how regional libraries operated and their 
advantages, Mayor John M. Cuelenaere was very supportive of a regional library for Prince Albert and 
district and local interest in Prince Albert was enthusiastic. 
 
Cuelenaere helped Gilroy handle some of the toughest rural council meetings, some of whom were 
outraged at the idea that tax money be spent for a library. In fact, no rural municipality in the region 
would pay 37 cents a person out of taxes. As a result, the North Central Saskatchewan Regional Library 
Committee put the problem before the Minister in charge of Libraries, Hon. Woodrow Lloyd who 
agreed to pay half of the annual operating cost of the service to rural municipalities. Incidentally, upon 
her death in 1983, Marion Gilroy, bequeathed $200,000 to Wapiti Regional Library. In 1967, John M.

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Cuelenaere bequeathed $100,00 for the construction of a 
new public library in Prince Albert. 
 
Gilroy and Cuelenaere approached Tommy Douglas about 
using the soon to be vacant old Prince Albert Club and came 
to favorable terms. Douglas’s response was to say that he 
could not think of a better use for that building than to 
become a library and it would eventually be used for both a 
regional library headquarters and, as the Prince Albert Public 
Library, the largest branch in the region, as it is to this day. 
 
In 1975, to celebrate the 25th Anniversary, the North Central 
Saskatchewan Regional Library changed its name to Wapiti 
Regional Library, which is Algonquin for “white tail” or elk. At 
this time, the population served had grown to 107,346 and 
the number of branch libraries had consolidated at 51. By 
1985, public library service was available to 112,920 people 
through 52 Wapiti Branches. 
 
As for the future of public libraries, it should be noted, as 
stated by Saskatchewan’s Provincial Library’s web site, that a public library is so much more than the 
provision of information, books and other media. The library will continue in its role of preserving and 
conserving our cultural heritage; ironically, the need to maintain access to outdated technology and 
electronic formats will likely be assumed by libraries. 
 
Libraries will continue to offer a range of services not available elsewhere: interlibrary loans of hard to 
find material; document delivery of specialized material from reports and serials; programs and 
activities for seniors, children and groups with special needs. Professional librarians will provide subject 
specialty expertise to researchers and information seekers. The library's ability to provide specialized 
information retrieval and dissemination services will be increasingly essential in a knowledge-based 

society. 
 
The provision of barrier-free access to information, regardless of 
economic circumstances, social status, and racial heritage, will continue 
to be recognized as one of the cornerstones of a democratic society. 
 
Libraries will continue to play an essential role as a filter against inferior 
information products --- much of it in electronic format --- and an easily 
accessible provider of reliable, high-quality sources of information. 
Libraries will continue to support issues of dealing with censorship and 
intellectual freedom. Finally, society will continue to have a fundamental 
need for institutions that provide a social environment that is conducive 
to study and learning, that provide a meeting place for discussion of 
societal concerns and provide an opportunity for personal empowerment 
through intellectual and emotional growth. 
 
Wapiti Regional Library’s participation in the SILS project guarantees that 
Saskatchewan’s people will continue to participate in a dynamic, future-
focused library system that addresses their needs in the emerging digital 
environment that we live in.

The SLTA 
sent a letter, on behalf of its members, to all Saskatchewan MPs, and the Federal Minister of 
Transport, Infrastructure & Communities and the Federal Minister of Canadian Heritage & Official 
Languages, in support of Bill C-509.  Bill C-509 supports the continuation of the Library Book Rate. 
 
Bill C-509 is a private member bill which was reintroduced in the House of Commons for a second 
reading and debate on May 28, 2010.  MPs of all parties spoke in favour of the bill.
